We have replaced the lanyard-type visiting card used during visits with a new 
visiting card sticker. In addition to simplifying the application process, the new 
system will allow most visitors to return home without stopping by the security 
guard's office. As a result, families of hospitalized patients will be able to get their 
card stamped for free parking when they apply for a visit. The after-hours visiting 
card will be used with the same visiting card strap as before. 
Unless there are special circumstances, we ask that you cooperate with us in 
visiting only during our hours of operation.
